“The four videos record my journey on Tuesday 6 June 2023 from the junction of Dunkirk Lane 
and Longmeaneygate into School Lane and on to my home on Ulnes Walton Lane, a distance of 
just over one mile which took 6 minutes.  This was due to traffic volumes and the fact that, due to 
the road widths, the bus had to wait on Dunkirk Lane and then on School Lane until the junctions 
were clear before it could safely negotiate the left turns.  Traffic heading north along Ulnes Walton 
Lane was such that a van driver waiting to exit a driveway had to wait until I slowed down to allow 
him out on to the road.”
