
 

Chorley Self Build and Custom Build Register 

 

The Government wants to enable more people to build or commission their own home. This 

register will provide an indication of the demand for self build and custom build from 

applicants who are seeking to acquire serviced plots of land in Chorley.  

The specified requirements for a serviced plot of land is that the plot has 

 Access to a public highway and  

 Connections for electricity, water and waste water 

The register will allow the Council to work to develop a range of suitable sites for 

development.  

The register does not replace a requirement for planning permission and plots will be 

provided at market value. 

 

Self build usually means that you are directly involved in organising the design and 

construction of your new home. 

Custom build usually means working with a specialist developer to help you deliver your 

home.  

There may be some overlap between the two for example some custom build developers 

offer the option of a serviced plot where you can design and build your own home as part of 

a larger scheme.  

 

You can apply to Chorley Council for entry in the register. If you are an individual complete 

Form 1. If you are a member of an association complete Form 2. 

An “association” means an association of individuals and includes a body corporate on 

behalf of an association of individuals. 

You will need to fulfil the eligibility criteria as an individual or as an association if each 

member of the association meets all the eligibility requirements below:   

(a) aged 18 or over; 

(b) a British citizen, a national of an EEA State other than the United Kingdom or a national 

of Switzerland; and 

(c) seeking (either alone or with others) to acquire a serviced plot of land in Chorley’s area 

to build a house to occupy as that individual’s sole or main residence.

Guidance on How to Apply for entry in the Register 



 

In order to comply with a) and b) the Authority will need to see documentary evidence to 

confirm that you are aged 18 and over and that you  are a British Citizen, a national of an 

EEA State other than the United Kingdom, or a national of Switzerland. This list of possible 

documents you may provide is enclosed on the form. You can provide this information to us 

in one of the following ways: 

 

Print, complete and scan the pdf form. Provide a copy of the documents that you need to 

send to us (these documents will need to be certified by a solicitor or the post office) and

Print and complete the pdf form. Provide a copy of the documents you need to send to us 

(these documents will need to be certified by a solicitor or the post office) and post them 

back to us. Please do not send original documents.

Print, and complete the pdf form and bring the documents you need to provide us with, to 

our Union Street office above. We will copy the documents for you, and you can take the 

originals away. 

Forms 1 and 2 ask you to enter some detailed information about your current 

circumstances as well as details including the size, location, timescale and design of the 

home you would like to build.

Once you have submitted a completed application for entry in the register the Council must 

determine this application within 28 days of the date that the application was received.  

If you are eligible for entry in the register the Council will make an entry in the register and 

notify you giving you a unique reference number.  

If the Council determines an applicant is not eligible for entry in the register we must notify 

you and give reasons. All notification by the Council will be sent within 28 days of the date of 

determination of your application.

How will you know if you are Eligible for Entry on the Register? 
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An individual or association entered in the register can apply to amend this entry. Please 

contact planning.policy@chorley.gov.uk to amend an entry giving your register reference 

number. The Council will amend your entry within 28 days of receiving this request. 

 

 

An individual or association entered in the register can apply to remove an entry on the 

register. Please contact planning.policy@chorley.gov.uk to remove an entry giving your 

register reference number. The Council will remove your entry within 28 days of receiving 

this request. 

 

 

 

We will only publish details of the 

name and address of the individual; the name and address of the association; the name and 

address (if different from that of the association) of the lead contact and the number of 

serviced plots of land the members of the association are seeking to acquire.
